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The WELMEC Committee gathered in the city of Rotterdam this year. 60 people from 35 
European countries have attended the meeting.  
 

 
 
Agenda of the meeting included many important topics and issues. The Committee accepted 
the Chairperson‘s Report for 2008, and the financial reports for 2008 and 2009.  
 
A new Strategy document was also discussed. The strategy document is to be finalised by a 
small editing group, consisting of Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson and additional 3-4 
volunteers and is to be presented at the next Committee meeting, taking into consideration the 
discussion at the Committee meeting and all views received by the Committee Members.  
 
It has been agreed that the Procedures for WELMEC and Guidelines for WGs activities are to 
be submitted for the e-mail voting by the end of this year by the Chairperson. The Committee 
agreed on the new rule that in the case of the e-mail voting the minimum of 50 % of all votes 
has to be cast in order to consider the voting to be valid and there should be no negative votes. 
 

      
 



Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina were welcomed by the Committee as new Associate 
Members of WELMEC.  
 
The Committee approved the modified MoU with EA and authorized WELMEC Chairperson, 
Ms. Nataša Mejak Vukovi�  to sign the MoU with EA at the next GA of EA. The Committee 
took note about the draft MoU with OIML and ask Mr. J.F Magana to take into account the 
comments expressed by the Committee Members in the preparation of the second draft of 
MoU. The initiative to start drafting the MoU between WELMEC and EURAMET was also 
welcomed by the Committee.  

 

      
 
WELMEC Secretariat was officially transferred from Vienna to Ljubljana. The Committee 
thanked Ms Wessely for her activity as WELMEC Secretary during the last seven and a half 
years. Ms Tanja Balkovec from the Metrology Institute of the Republic of Slovenia was 
welcomed as a new WELMEC secretary.  
 

      
 
All Working Groups Reports and all Working Programs were approved as well as WELMEC 
Guide 6.9 and the revisions of WELMEC Guide 2 (Issue 5), WELMEC Guide 6.3 (Issue 2), 
WELMEC Guide 7.2 (Issue 4), WELMEC Guide 11.1 (Issue 3) and the proposal for using
